TRANSITION 2: So far, although we have been escalating the air intervention, we have not looked at Wartime employment of air power. What missions could we use air assets for in a war setting?

[ELICIT & DISCUSS IDEAS FROM CLASS]

To summarise, we have looked at three escalating employment options for air power – showing it is truly agile, adaptable and capable in delivering the results required by HM government in a range of settings. To achieve this, air warfare is organised into three basic operational capabilities (SHOW SLIDE) 
We will begin to explore the roles of air power in detail in the next lesson, starting with how air space is controlled for military purposes.
